Dear Parents,

We are currently reviewing our instrumental tuition for the next academic year. All children in Year 3, 4 ,5 and 6 will have the opportunity to learn to play the recorder as part of their class music lessons. In addition, we would like to offer all children in Key Stage 2 in September the opportunity to learn another instrument. 

Currently lessons are available for guitar, clarinet and flute through Colwell Music Centre and Violin with a private teacher , Miss Seth-Smith. The choice is dependent upon sufficient demand and the availability of suitable peripatetic teachers from Gloucestershire Music. 

The cost of lessons from September 2010 for guitar, clarinet and flute will be £5.68 per week for the equivalent of a ten-minute individual lesson (basic cost). Exact cost would be determined by the number of pupils and length of lesson (e.g. 3 children sharing a 30 minute lesson would each pay the basic cost: an individual 15 minute lesson would be 1½  times basic cost etc). A copy of the school’s instrumental policy is attached to this letter.  Please take particular note that when signing your child up for instrumental lessons, it is a commitment for the whole of the academic year. You may however cancel lessons at any time in writing, giving 5 weeks notice.  Failure to abide by this will mean lessons will have to be paid for whether your child attends the lesson or not.  Miss Seth-Smith will invoice pupils direct.
To help us with planning, please could you discuss the possibility of learning an instrument at school with your child and return the form by Wednesday 23rd June. It is important that the commitment required is recognised by all parties. At this point there is no guarantee that lessons will be available for your child in either first or second choice instruments. However, I will endeavour to match as many children as possible with their choices.

I am assuming that children currently receiving lessons will continue, but it would be helpful if you could still complete and return the attached slip to confirm this.  If you would like to make any changes, please indicate on the form.
