Ofsted Parent’s Evening Thurs 26th Nov 6-7pm -parents are invited to come and join staff and Governors in a ‘Question and Answer’ session on the Ofsted report.  It is an opportunity to discuss the findings of the report and how the school intends to move forward.
 Swine Flu -Swine Flu cases are continuing to slowly increase as expected as we enter into the usual flu season for this time of year.  Health Authority guidance remains unchanged in that any pupils that experience cold or flu like symptoms should stay at home and should contact NHS Direct for further advice.  Anyone who has been ill with such symptoms must remain off school until they are completely symptom free.  However, the virus is now widespread in the community and no special measures are required where cases are suspected.  Pupils that are not showing symptoms do not need to be absent from school, even if they believe they may have come into contact with an infected person.  The virus remains generally mild in the majority of cases and sensible hygiene practices and regular hand washing will help prevent the spread of the virus.
